REPORTS.
Police (Det. Wahlin):  

1. On a recent evening patrol of Lindsey Gardens, SLCPD identified a stolen car in the parking lot and successfully arrested the two people in the vehicle.  

2. There has been an increase in automobile vandalism of vehicles parked on the street primarily in the 1st-3rd Avenues area.

3. With respect to fireworks restrictions in certain parts of the city during the holidays, Det. Wahlin reminded everyone that fireworks are prohibited in city parks at all times.
Mayor’s Office (Joyce Valdez):

1. Recent information suggests that the community favors the building of a new Public Safety Comples (as long as it is not on Library Square).

2. Many neighborhoods have food vendors, with small carts, circulating through their streets selling homemade food items.  These are prohibited by the Health Dept and City Ordinance and should be reported if they are seen in the Avenues.

3. A comment was made about graffiti in Memory Grove which seems to be on the increase and despite removal is promptly replaced by new graffiti.  Joyce will seek increased patrols and park clean-up.

Legislature (Rebecca Chavez-Houck):

1. Projections indicate a $200 million shortfall in the 2010-11 tax income.  She will be supporting use of a portion of the “Rainy Day” funds to help cover this deficit.

City Council (Eric Jergensen):

1. City budget balanced without cutting major services.  Main factor was a 1.5% pay reduction accepted by city employees.  There was a small tax increase to support additional libraries (primarily on west side).

2. City Creek fire mitigation program will only do three test sites this year.  These sites will be monitored (by city and public) and evaluated next spring before deciding on a final action plan for fire mitigation.

Street Fair (Ruth Morgan):

1. Meeting on the 11th at Ruth’s house.

Library (Alveda Lauscher):

1. They are applying for some of the state’s stimulus funds to make improvements in the Sweet Library.

Housing Compatibility Comm. (Jim Jenkin):

1. Planning a tour of the Avenues for some city officials to point out problems/issues that the community is concerned about.  Welcome suggestions for problems and sites to add to the tour.
Federal Heights Association (Beth Arnett):

1. They ratified the new boundaries for their association which are 100 South on the south side, Virginia/University Ave on the west, Shriners Hospital/Popperton Park on the north and the university on the east side.

2. Anyone living in that area is welcome to join.
