Meaghan McKasy, Project Coordinator, Utah Clean Energy
They are a non-profit organization that is sponsoring a pilot program promoting home energy efficiency.  They are seeking residents who would like to get involved. Their focus is on the home. Whether you own or rent, there are things that can be done to better weatherize to save both money and energy.  Once the small things are changed then we can look at bigger things like solar and wind energy.  The project will begin in October.  Stop by their booth for more information at the Street Fair.

Richard Starley, Executive Director of Utah Senior Village

A village is a neighborhood membership organization that empowers adults to remain in their homes as they age. Each village offers a network of hi-quality resources, programs, and activities that revolve around their members’ daily living needs, their social and cultural desires, their ongoing health and wellness and member-to-member volunteer support. 
The program began 10 years ago in Boston, MA, The first was the Beacon Hill Village.  There are now about 100 villages throughout the country.  “Utah Senior Village is the umbrella state-wide organization for villages in Utah, thereby negating the need for each neighborhood village to incorporate, receive tax-exempt status and be burdened with administrative costs.”  They would like to help establish a Village in the Avenues area because it has the highest concentration of adults between 50-80+ in the state and has 42.5% of people living in the same house for at lease 5 years.  The Avenues is a fairly stable community.  They believe that the Village Concept would work well here.  A Village can be started with as few as 5 or 6 members but the goal is for 25-30 people in each working group They will have a booth at the Street Fair to more fully explain the concept to those who would be interested for themselves or older family members.
